Through its annual Holiday Baskets program, CRC provides essentials such as food, blankets, outerwear, as well as toys to over 1,400 local families in need.   Holiday Baskets is the largest distribution of its kind in San Diego County, and is supported by nearly 2,000 volunteers and over 200 businesses or groups. CRC expects record numbers of families in need again this year, but is challenged by dramatic reductions in federal food allotments.  The Whole Foods 5% day proceeds will go toward critical CRC services and programs such as Holiday Baskets.
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
